August: Back to more typical Summer...but still wet

As we went through the last
month of Summer, it was more
reminiscent of what we normally
associate with summer weather.
Very warm and muggy with more
sunshine than clouds. Despite

that trend and a few multi-day
periods of strong high pres-
sure, we still had to contend
with active weather systems.
This led to at least a couple
days where there were some
regional rain totals [-2 inches
or higher. The heavy rain activ-
ity was scattered, but because
it happened more than a few
times, there were some high
monthly rain totals. Watering
this summer certainly has been
much less than recent years.

We had a couple of close calls
with tropical systems, but both
Hurricane Bill on August 22
and Tropical Storm Danny on

Aug 28-29 did not affect us
weather-wise (unless you were
out in the water at the Ocean
beaches). However, on both
those days we saw unrelated
heavy rain as tropical moisture
moved up from the Gulf and
interacted with some frontal
systems. In both cases, the
waves of heavy rain led to
some localized 3-6 inch rain
amounts and when this fell
during a brief period, short-
term flooding problems were
common. Temperature-wise it
was above normal, with the
main cause being many lows
spent in the 65-75 deg range.
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Mid-Season Tropical Update

A fter an eerily quiet June and
July in the tropical Atlantic
Ocean, the season sprung to life
in mid-August as conditions im-
proved for development. So far,
there have been 4 named storms.

Tropical Storms Ana and Clau-
dette were rather weak systems

(winds no greater than 50 mph)
and were not very noteworthy
meteorologically. However,
Claudette did cause $1.2 mil-
lion in damages in the South-
eastern United States, mainly
from flooding as a result of
heavy rain and a few tornadoes.

Hurricane Bill, the only hurri-
cane so far this year, is easily
the strongest storm of the year
to this point. At one time, Bill
had winds of 135 mph over the
warm waters north of the Car-
ibbean Islands. Despite Bill’s
strength, overall impacts were
relatively minor: dangerous
waves on Atlantic beaches, and
heavy rains in the Canadian
Maritimes. Soon after Bill

ended, a weak and disorganized
TS Danny formed, and only
survived for 3 days before it
was absorbed by another low.

Looking forward, this season is
likely to feature below normal
tropical activity. This is not just
because of the quiet start. The
development of El Nino in the
Pacific tends to limit tropical
development and is slightly
stronger than originally fore-
cast. Plus storm killing shear
has been prevalent this year,
and shows no signs of disap-
pearing. As a result, the lower
end of our predicted 7-12
name-storms looks more likely.

PDF Forecasts and Alerts now sent through Email

Clients who receive forecasts
and alerts from WeatherWorks
may have noticed an addition
during August. Forecasts and
Alerts are now being sent as PDF
files. There are some advantages
to this file type. The most impor-
tant being that clients who are
now working in the field or out
of their office are able to read
forecasts and the latest updates
on any Blackberries that have
email capability. As SmartPhone
technology increases and the

number of users grow, we feel
it is important to utilize this
technology to your advantage.
Secondly, the PDF format pro-
vides a much ‘cleaner’ look.

WoeatherWorks will still con-
tinue to send the forecasts and
alerts in a Microsoft Word
format as well, thus enabling
those more comfortable with
Word to still read the forecast
through a Word format.
