May had some periods of wet-
ter than normal weather, but 
June seemed to take that to 
another level. Constant weak 
troughs and upper-level lows set 
off numerous showers and thun-
derstorms seemingly every day. 
The second half of June finally 
brought some warmer weather 
and threats became more scat-
tered, but each day still featured 
threats for showers and storms. 
For more details on the pattern 
and outlook for the summer, 
take a look at the next page.  
 
When it was not raining, out-

door workers, especially land-
scapers, had a very difficult 
time because showers were 
nearly always in the forecast.  
To see just how unusually cool 
and wet this June was, take a 
look at some of these stats 
 
In New Jersey and Eastern 
Pennsylvania, there was only 
one day out of the month 
where the entire area stayed 
dry. In fact, that day was June 1 
and it was the only cloudless 
or mostly sunny day, so it has 
been over a month since there  
has been a cloud free day. 

Most spots saw 18-24 days 
with at least a trace of rain. 
 
In New York, NYC-Central 
Park had their second wettest 
June on record (10.06 in.) and 
the 8th coolest (67.5 F).  
 
In New England, it was ex-
tremely cool and cloudy.   
Boston had 17 days where the 
high did not get out of the 60s 
(or 50s) and only two days in 
the 80s. In addition, sunshine 
was available only 35% of the 
time in Eastern Mass. Some 
areas saw a lot of rain as Hart-
ford picked up over six inches.   
 
In the Mid-Atlantic, conditions 
were not as frustrating, how-
ever rainfall was still above 
normal as BWI picked up 5.52 
inches and Wilmington, DE 
had 6.67 inches. In addition, 
both Maryland and Delaware 
also saw only one sunny, 
cloud-less day for June.

Active does not even begin to 
describe the last two months of 
weather in the northeastern U.S. 
The weather maps lately look 
more reminiscent of February 
than May or June with unusually 
strong troughs and ridges. 
 
It was those troughs (and some 
upper level-lows) which were 
remarkably persistent that were 
the primary culprits behind all of 
the unsettled weather. Every 
time it appeared that the pattern 
was going to at least subside, if 
not break, another low or trough 
dropped down out of Canada, 
keeping the weather unsettled. If 
this type of pattern were in place 
during the winter months, it 
would inevitably lead to the 

threat of snow show-
ers on a daily basis, 
and many days where 
snow would fall. 
 
Much to the frustra-
tion of forecasters 
and those trying to 
get in outdoor pro-
jects is that these 
upper-level lows not 
only allow for the 
development of scat-
tered afternoon/
evening showers and storms, 
but typically there are impulses 
that move around the lows that 
can serve as additional triggers 
for showers and thunder-
storms. Not only can these 
impulses spark shower activity

Cool temps like those seen in June are not antici-
pated in July. However, the pattern still looks to be 
tough to break entirely, and temperatures likely 
average out near or just below normal levels.

Rainfall during July appears to be on target to be at 
least near normal, perhaps above normal in some 
areas as troughs are likely to dominate. But the 8-
12th of July may offer a break from the troughs.

at typically non-favored times 
of the day, but they also can 
enhance the coverage and in-
tensity of ordinary pop-up 
thunderstorms.
